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Pesticide Right to Know Bylaw

As a citizen of Kelowna or a visitor, I believe it is my right to be properly notified when I am being exposed to pesticides. A Right to Know Bylaw 

would guarantee residents and visitors within the city of Kelowna and Regional District of the Central Okanagan that they are properly notified 

whenever their property or person is exposed to pesticide applications, AND THAT as a resident or visitor to the City of Kelowna, I am assured 

that any public areas, parks, greenways or city owned land with public access which may have been treated by pesticides has proper signage 

indicating pesticides have been applied and what precautions need to be taken if exposure occurs. We/I respectfully request that you implement a

bylaw that will provide for notification, expressly imply that alternatives to pesticides be demonstrated prior to pesticide use and that a pesticide 

bylaw be phased in over time with a homeowner education plan as the mainstay of the local legislation. The public expects you to protect the health

of all citizens and those who visit our community.
